Communi ty  News  
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Middleton Area Youth Service Club by Dawn Wians & Emmie Coan  

Zachary Wiansô parents, Dawn and Chris, have for years been interested in helping Zach become a 

more active member in his community.  In past summers, Zach has participated in camps designed 
specifically to support only children with special needs and while he made great developmental gains 
in this type of setting, at age 14, he had outgrown many of these programs.  When planning for this 
summer, Dawn and Chris felt it was important to give Zach more opportunities that would introduce 
him to new and dynamic experiences that could lead to vocational skills development, allow him to 
practice social skills and build friendships with the support of non -disabled peers.  Dawn envisioned a 
club providing these types of enriching activities for all kids and she found the staff of Glacier Creek 

Middle School in Middleton to be very receptive to the idea.  
  
Students with special needs and students who had expressed an interest in peer -mentoring and sup-
porting students with special needs were invited to participate in the newly developed Middleton Area 
Youth Service Club (MAYSC).  Nearly 30 middle school aged youth registered for the club this sum-
mer.   

 
The club offered ten one -week summer sessions.  An average of 10 -15 club members participated in 
any given week.  They met three afternoons each week in a óclubhouseô setting provided by St. Mar-
tinôs Lutheran Church in Cross Plains and in the community to work on a variety of projects which 
were selected based on club membersô interests.  This summerôs projects included a car wash fund-
raiser at the Piggly Wiggly grocery store, a  garden clean -up at the Cross Plains Public Library, a Mid-
dleton park clean -up, assembling care kits for Lutheran World Relief, collecting donations for 

M.O.M.S. food pantry and working at the pantry to sort the donations, collecting cat food and toys 
for the Angelôs Wish cat shelter, and visiting with residents at All-Saints Assisted Living.  
 

The camp has been well - received by the students, their parents, and the community.  One 6 th  grade 
girl stated ñIt felt good knowing we were helping people in our community.ò  A boy going into high 
school said ñI liked seeing everyone work so hard together as a team.ò  A parent of two students in 
the club commented ñIt is incredibly moving to see the enthusiasm and interest that these typically 

developing kids have in helping out our kids with special needs.  All kids can benefit and learn from 
this type of inclusive activity.ò  Kate Lightly, the staff leader, explained, ñAll of the kids were awe-
some together and it was wonderful to watch the relationships grow between them. I felt all the kids 
contributed to making an impact on the community.ò
